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Workshops
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A workshop on representation theory took place at Leicester on November 1, 2002 (organised by Steffen Koenig). Among the speakers were two of the partners, Changchang Xi (then visiting Leicester) and Jan Schroeer (Leeds); the other speakers were Joe Chuang (Bristol), Stephen Doty (Chicago) and Maud De Visscher (Oxford).

A workshop on representation theory took place at Beijing Normal University on March 24, 2003 (organised by Changchang Xi). Among the speakers was Dieter Happel (then visiting BNU); other speakers were Jiping Zhang (Beijing University), Luise Unger (Hagen), Yongzhi Cao (BNU) and Shilin Yang (Beijing Polytechnic).

A workshop ‘representations of groups and algebras’ will be held at Bielefeld, June 27-29, 2003 (organised by Claus Michael Ringel, Thomas Bruestle and Rolf Farnsteiner). Among the speakers will be Changchang Xi, then visiting Bielefeld.

In July 2003 the partners at Leicester will organise a summer school on Lie algebras for Chinese and other PhD students (Organiser: Anne Henke).

In September 2003, Changchang Xi will organise a one-week Advanced Seminar ‘Representation Theory of Algebras’, at Beijing Normal University; among the speakers will be some of the European partners.

Training missions 

Dieter Happel (Chemnitz) visited Beijing Normal University in March 2003. He gave a series of three instructional lectures on hereditary categories with tilting objects. He also gave a talk at a workshop on representation theory. At the same time, Luise Unger (Hagen) also visited Beijing Normal University; her series of three lectures was devoted to another aspect of tilting theory, the partial order of tilting modules. She also talked at the workshop. 

Pu Zhang (Hefei) has been visiting Antwerp in March; he gave a series of three lectures on quivers and Hopf algebras.

Yingbo Zhang (Beijing Normal University) visited Bielefeld in March 2003; she gave a talk Hom-spaces of tame algebras.

Yongzhi Cao (Beijing Normal University) will visit Leicester in June 2003.
