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Scholarships
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As reported in newsletters three and four, Xiao-Wu Chen (USTC Hefei, currently Antwerp), Qunhua Liu (Tsinghua University, currently Leicester), Bo Chen (Beijing Normal, currently Bielefeld), Jue Le (Beijing Normal, currently Paderborn)  and Dong Yang (Tsinghua, currently Leicester) have won scholarships. The two winners not yet reported are:

Li-Meng Xia: Born in August 1976, BSc at Hebei University, MSc at East China Normal University, then was teaching at Hebei University. His Chinese supervisor is Nanhua Xi (Chinese Academy of Sciences), his European supervisor is Rolf Farnsteiner (Bielefeld). Li-Meng has been working on Lie algebras and their representations and so far has written five articles on this subject.

Junchang Wang: Born in July 1970, studied at Linyi Normal College in the Shandong province and then taught mathematics at a middle school. MSc at Qufu Normal University in 2003, then PhD studies at Beijing Normal University. His Chinese supervisor is Changchang Xi (Beijing Normal), his European supervisor is Steffen Koenig (Leicester). While working as a teacher, Junchang has published an article on pedagogical issues and more recently he has written an article on the structure of Hopf algebras. 

Training missions and workshops

Bangming Deng is currently visiting Bielefeld and Paderborn. Anne Henke, Jie Xiao, and Steffen Koenig all are planning to visit various partner institutions in the first half of 2004. Further training missions are currently being planned. The following other events have taken place or are planned:

· A summer school on Lie algebras and their representations has been held in Oxford early in September 2003, organised by Anne Henke (Leicester).

· Bangming Deng (Beijing Normal) and Jie Xiao (Tsinghua) have organised a workshop on algebra and representation theory, at Beijing Normal University, in November 2003. A similar workshop is scheduled to take place in March 2004.

· The first Bielefeld - Paderborn workshop on representation theory has been organised by Henning Krause in November 2003 at Paderborn.

· A large conference on representations of finite dimensional algebras at the University of Warwick, co-organised by Steffen Koenig, attracted a huge number of graduate students, including nine of the AsiaLink students (from Bielefeld, Leicester and Paderborn).

Complementary network established

An academic interchange network, funded by the Leverhulme Trust for a period of three years, is just starting to operate. ‘Algebras, Representations and Applications’ comprises four Chinese partners (Beijing Normal, Academy of Sciences, USTC and Tsinghua) and five UK partners (City University London, Leeds, Leicester, Oxford and Warwick). Associated are the Belgian and German AsiaLink partners and six other European institutions. 

This network offers visiting fellowships for postdoctoral researchers from China and Europe to UK partner institutions; it will support conferences, workshops, summer schools and seminars in the UK, in Europe and in China; and it will organise distinguished lecture series in the UK. The co-ordinators are Anne Henke and Steffen Koenig. Bangming Deng has agreed to act as associate co-ordinator for activities in China. For more information see the website:
