Scholarships
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Two scholarships have already been awarded for the academic year 2004/5:

· Wei HU: He was born in 1979 in Sichuan Province. He did his undergraduate studies at Beijing Normal University and is now in the second year of a five-years PhD programme at Beijing Normal University (supervised by Changchang Xi). He has been winning four scholarships at Beijing Normal University. His AsiaLink scholarship will take him to the University of Leeds (European supervisor: Thorsten Holm). 
· Jiangrong CHEN: She was born in 1980 in Hubei and did her undergraduate studies at Hubei Normal University, followed by an MSc degree at Beijing Normal University. She is now in the first year of a three-years PhD programme (supervised by Bangming Deng). She has been winning five awards at Hubei Normal University. With her AsiaLink scholarship she will go to the University of Paderborn (European supervisor: Henning Krause).
Training missions and workshops

· A workshop on ‘Representations and structures of algebras’ has been held at Beijing Normal University, from May 17 to May 21, 2004. This advanced workshop has been funded by Chinese programmes for training of young researchers. The main organizer has been Changchang Xi. Among the speakers have been Rowena Paget and Steffen Koenig, both from the University of Leicester. 

· Bangming Deng, Henning Krause, Jie Xiao and Steffen Koenig will organise an advanced summer school on ‘Derived categories in representation theory (with a view towards geometry and topology)’ in August 2005, in Beijing, at Tsinghua University. This one-week workshop will include lecture series by several of the leading experts in this area. The Leverhulme funded interchange network ‘Algebras, Representations and Applications’ will contribute additional funding for this activity. Speakers have now been invited and announcements will be sent out soon.

· AsiaLink students have attended and will be attending a number of high-level conferences, including representation theory conferences in Warwick (March 2004 and July 2004) and Uppsala (June 2004) and a summer school on the interactions between homotopy theory and algebra in Chicago (July/August 2004). 

· The organisation of the ‘International Conference on Algebras and Representations’, to be held by the network in 2005, has now entered the next phase; the partners have decided about the main speakers to be invited and these are being contacted. The conference will take place from May 23 to May 28, 2005, at Beijing Normal University. There will be additional activities (at various Chinese partner universities) before and after the conference.

Within the network


The partners have decided to add Shanghai Jiaotong University as an additional partner to the network; the partner team there is to be led by Pu Zhang, who moved to Jiaotong from USTC (which remains a partner institution). 


The partners have decided to use the additional funds available from other sources, such as the new network ‘Algebras, Representations and Applications’ funded by the Leverhulme Trust, to fund training missions and to support the AsiaLink conference, and thus to free up more funds for scholarships. The total number of scholarships thus can be increased by up to two.


The partners have decided not to admit students to Leicester any more, which had already six students, but to admit one student to Leeds (thus going beyond the quota of six scholarships at UK partner institutions).
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
